Dear Friends, 
 

Today we celebrate the Good News as it is revealed to us through Sacred Scripture. Saint 
John reminds us that “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and 
the Word was God.” These profound words call us to remember that at God’s command 
all that exists came into being, and that every blessing we enjoy flows from His creative 
Word. At God’s word, all things are possible. Scripture continually reminds us that all life 
comes from God and is ultimately answerable to Him. 
 
As we mark the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity, we are reminded of the unifying 
power of the Word of God. We remain conscious of our Old Testament Judaic roots and 
of the deep bonds we share with other Christian traditions through our common reverence 
for Sacred Scripture. In our daily lives we know well the power of words: words can 
build up or tear down, wound or heal. The Word of God, however, is always life-giving. 
It is given to nourish, sustain, and guide us. Each of us has been graced with the capacity 
to receive God’s Word as it is intended, though at times even Scripture can be misused or 
misquoted in ways that run contrary to God’s loving plan. When our words reflect God’s 
Word, we become true witnesses to His presence among us — indeed, we become 
“fishers of men.” 
 
This week we also celebrated Catholic Schools Week, a timely opportunity to reflect on 
the vital role our school communities play in the life of our parish. The ethos of Catholic 
education ensures that all are welcomed and included, that every child is valued and 
respected for who they are, and that they are supported in reaching their full potential in 
accordance with God’s plan for their lives. We are deeply grateful to the leadership 
teams, staff, and boards of management of all the schools in our parish, and we ask God’s 
continued blessing on all those involved in education here in Armagh. 
 
On this Sunday of the Word of God, may I share with you a short passage of Scripture 
that has been a particular source of strength in my own life. From Saint Luke’s Gospel 
(18:1), Jesus invites us “to pray continually and never lose heart.”
